  PRESENTATIONS:
a.  OVHS Update – Dan Bolhuis and Samantha Wilson provided an annual update of all high school core curriculum and outlined new standards for several courses.  They reported the attendance for dual enrollment at MCC is currently at 14 students and enrollment in the Career Tech Center has increased to 86 students this school year. Dan and Sam also explained two of the special education classes, one is Goodwill which is a consumer science class to teach retail skills and the other special education class is Food for Thought which teaches food skills like growing, preparation and includes a safe serve certification course. Dan and Sam also provided information on the many charitable events that have taken place at the high school this year.
b.  Eastern Service Unit Update – Greg Bodrie explained the history, make-up and current state of the Eastern Service Unit.  Greg stated that OV students make up 28.5% of the students served through the consortium made up of 4 area schools.   He also shared his vision for future growth at OV schools. 
c.  Onsite Health Center – Jim Nielsen reported that he had met with Sheila from Muskegon Family Care at her request to discuss the possibility of working with Orchard View Schools to provide a school based health care facility.  The board agreed for Jim to continue additional conversations at this time.
d.  A-91 OVCE Roof – Jack Timmer explained that he will be asking the board to support the purchase of a new roof on the Community Education building which will be voted on at the May 16 Regular Board Meeting. He stated we will go with the least expensive bid and it is a good company to work with.  
e.  Student Activity Fund – Kim Bidwell informed the board she had received a phone call from a 2006 graduate asking about money in the class account which had previously been transferred to the general fund account due to inactivity.  The board wishes to stand by their original vote to transfer the money into the general fund.  
f. Community Education May Budget Amendment – Kim Bidwell explained the amendments made to the Community Education Budget and that the board will vote May 16th to approve.
