Upon expiration of the 3 year grant the goal is to have all school staff trained in PBIS and to have established a positive school climate that models respective behaviors.

MSTEP – Simeon Frang reviewed current M-Step scores with board members showing comparisons between OV and other Muskegon County School Districts, as well as comparisons to Districts around the State.  Simeon noted there have been several different tests required by the state making it difficult to gain a true measurement of student improvement.
