  PRESENTATIONS:
a. Brenda Hodge, Principal and Heather MacDonald, Assistant Principal updated the board members on Cardinal Elementary School which is up by 14 students over last year.  They spoke of the academic growth they are experiencing with the new STAR Reading program and shared information on the High Impact Literacy Leadership grant which will provide $10,000 for education materials.  The Positive Behavior program is proving to be very beneficial with the number of behavioral referrals dropping dramatically from last year.  Upcoming events taking place at Cardinal Elementary include Girls on the Run, Family Literacy Night, water safety, and positive behavior prize assemblies.
b. Kim Bidwell, Business and Finance Director provided details of the changes made to the General Fund, Food Service, Community Education and Technology Millage Fund Budgets in the March Amendments. 

c. Jim Nielsen presented the board with A-91T for the Technology Department in Heather Lorenz-Babcock’s absence.  The A-91T is for the purchase of 210 Chrome books for 6th and 7th grade classrooms at Orchard View Middle School.
