  PRESENTATIONS

a. OVEE Update – Inna Klein and Brandy Dahl provided an update with regard to Orchard View Early Elementary School.  They reported that OVEE has been publicly recognized in the Muskegon Chronicle for the Reading Everywhere initiative and has received many book donations from the community.  OVEE has also implemented the CHAMPS program to help teachers manage their classrooms with the assistance of a teacher’s coach, Ashley Westerlund, provided by an MAISD grant.  Inna stated that the number of office referrals for misbehavior has significantly decreased from last year.   Inna reported that 75% of all 1st graders are reading at grade level upon exiting the 1st grade.  She stated that Summer School is being offered to the bottom 25%.  Board member Connie Overla asked if a full day of developmental kindergarten could be funded.
Inna also reported to the board that OVEE is in need of children’s’ coats, hats, and gloves.  Vice President, Bruce Zitka suggested a can drive to help fund the purchase of these items.

  DISCUSSION ITEMS

a. Long Range Facilities Planning – Jack Timmer reported that he has purchased 2 boilers and 2 large pumps from a Bidergy auction in Grandville in hopes of being able to utilize them at OVMS.  He stated the boilers will be sufficient for the middle school but piping changes will need to be made.   Jack is currently receiving estimates from companies for a facilities study.   The facilities study will analyze all current equipment/ /facilities and provide a prioritized list of district needs and then obtain costs for repairs.  President Joppie suggested to the board that a Long Range Planning Committee meeting will need to be scheduled. 
b. Literacy Coach – Simeon reviewed the reasons behind the creation of a literacy coach at Cardinal Elementary and reviewed the highlights from the job description. Simeon shared that this will be a Title I funded position.
c. Suspension/expulsion discussion of student C1512-01HS – Samantha Wilson reported that student was found to have been smoking cigarettes at the Career Tech Center just prior to his class there.  The CTC staff searched student’s car which revealed a pack of cigarettes, lighter, and a container of marijuana.  Student was suspended by CTC.  Samantha also reported that this student was expelled last year for possession of marijuana and had participated in the STAY program, therefore; making this student’s 2nd offense.  Board members recommended a vote to suspend student for the remainder of the 2016 at the January 19, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.
