ii. The My Way Wrestlers provided the board with a brief introduction of team members including the coaches and parent group members.  Alicia, President of the Parent Group explained how the group raises money to support the cost of the tournaments and provide affordability for parents.  Several My Way parents, which now volunteer with the program spoke of how they have developed a love of the sport and appreciate the benefits afforded their children as a result of their participation.
iii. Stephen Pettifor from the MAISD Career Connections spoke to the board about the new Career Connections Program and the purpose of it.  The Program is designed to put students into contact with area business leaders who can provide opportunity for students to explore career paths and gain a first-hand knowledge of a specific career and the steps to take to achieve any level of success in the field.
iv. Stephanie Kerr-Cathey provided an overview of the Kid’s Food Basket Organization and stated that Cardinal Elementary is being added to the list of schools currently being served by them.  The service to Cardinal students is targeted to begin during the third week of January.   Each child who signs up will receive a sack supper to take home which will include at least one serving of fruit, vegetables, and protein.
v. Chris McGuigan and Janelle Mair from the Community Foundation presented the idea of establishing $50 educational savings accounts for every kindergarten student by the end of the year 2018.  This program is designed to raise hope, opportunity, and encourage parents to deposit additional funds into this educational savings account to save money for higher education.  This money could also be used for certificate programs.  
f.   Public Comment – Terry Reyes who resides at 16670 Taft Rd. in Spring Lake Michigan commented that she had given Coach Joe Tanis a check for sign advertisement to be placed at the OVHS football field.
